And since wool  is a natural keratin- based protein fiber similar to our own skin, the design problem of carpet ‘color shift’ will not occur as readily when light or certain paint colors are nearby” she explains. 

Based in Nashville TN, Burnett is a state registered Interior Designer, a licensed building contractor, chair holder member of the Color Marketing Group and currently serves as a national spokesperson for the American Society of Interior Designers.
